This is the first lick, it’s basicly copied from “so what” by Miles Davis, it’s the bass line at the start. I copied it to another position as seen below.
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The second part of the lick I use less legato, It doesn’t say it in the tab, but I use hammer-ons also on the other notes on the B-string
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This second lick I came up with has some more theory behind it, I wanted some string skipping  (wide intervals sound jazzy) and I  wanted to end on the notes of the chord B7M: A#-B-D# and F#. in the tab it says A actually, that’s because of a mistake I made, it was supossed to be an F#, but this Is possible as well in a Dorian scale, so I kept it that way. 
The second part of the lick was just tryinh some notes and pick what sounds good.
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The last lick is also inspired by “So what”. I first was going to play the beginning lick of Miles Davis, I figured the lick out, but it didn’t fit into the dorian scale….altough it did sound good, I must’ve missed something here….
But what I did was come up with a random lick but copy what I heard him do many times: landing with a double note, I really don’t know how to say what I mean here (
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
